Preparation for Lord’s Supper:
Luther’s Christian Questions

1. Do you believe that you are a sinner? Yes, | believe
that I am a sinner.

2. How do you know this? 1 know this from the Ten
Commandments, which | have not kept.

3. Are you sorry for your sins? Yes, | am sorry that | have
sinned against God.

4. What have you deserved to receive from God because of
your sins? | have deserved His anger and displeasure,
temporal death, and eternal damnation.

5. Do you also hope to be saved? Yes, this is my hope. A
6. Whom do you then trust? | trust in my dear Lord, Jesus Christ.

9. What has Christ done for you that you trust in Him? He died for me and
shed His blood for me on the cross for the forgiveness of my sins.

11. How do you know this? From the holy Gospel and from the words of the
Sacrament and by His body and blood which are given me as a pledge in the
Sacrament.

13. Do you believe, then, that the true body and blood of Christ are in the
Sacrament? Yes, | believe this.

14. What leads you to believe this? 1 am moved to believe this from the word
of Christ: “Take, eat, this is My body ... drink of it, all of you, this is My
blood.”

15. What should we do when we eat His body and drink His blood, and in this
way receive His pledge? We should proclaim and remember the shedding of
His blood and His death, just as He taught us, “Do this, whenever you drink it,
in remembrance of Me.”

16. Why should we proclaim and remember His death? We should do this so
that we learn: (1) to believe that no creature could possibly do enough to
pay for our sins; only Christ, true God and true man, could; (2) to be
frightened by our sins and consider them to be great indeed; and (3) to find
joy and comfort in Him, knowing that we are saved through this same faith.

17. What caused Jesus to die and do what was needed to pay for our sins?
Christ did all this because of His great love for the Father and each one of us,
as the Scriptures teach.

18. Finally, why do you want to go to the Sacrament? From this | learn to
believe that Christ died for my sin out of His great love for me. 1| also learn
from Him to love God and my neighbor.
