Angels We Have Heard on High

The Angel of the LORD Appears to Moses: Exodus 3:1-8a

(1) Now Moses was tending the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of Midian. And he led
the flock to the back of the desert, and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. (2) And the Angel of
the LORD appeared to him in a flame of fire from the midst of a bush. So he looked, and behold,
the bush was burning with fire, but the bush was not consumed. (3) Then Moses said, “I will now
turn aside and see this great sight, why the bush does not burn.” (4) So when the LORD saw that
he turned aside to look, God called to him from the midst of the bush and said, “Moses, Moses!”
And he said, “Here I am.” (5) Then He said, “Do not draw near this place. Take your sandals off
your feet, for the place where you stand is holy ground.” (6) Moreover He said, “I am the God of
your father -- the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” And Moses hid his
face, for he was afraid to look upon God. (7) And the LORD said: “I have surely seen the oppression
of My people who are in Egypt, and have heard their cry because of their taskmasters, for I know
their sorrows. (8)“So I have come down to deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians, and to
bring them up from that land to a good and large land, to a land flowing with milk and honey ...”

(9) Then they came to the place of which God had told him. And Abraham built an altar there and
placed the wood in order; and he bound Isaac his son and laid him on the altar, upon the wood.
(10) And Abraham stretched out his hand and took the knife to slay his son. (71) But the Angel
of the LORD called to him from heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” So he said, “Here I am.”
(12) And He said, “Do not lay your hand on the lad, or do anything to him; for now I know that
you fear God, since you have not withheld your son, your only son, from Me.” (13) Then Abraham
lifted his eyes and looked, and there behind Aim was a ram caught in a thicket by its horns. So
Abraham went and took the ram, and offered it up for a burnt offering instead of his son. (74)
And Abraham called the name of the place, The-LORD-Will-Provide; as it is said to this day, “In
the Mount of The LORD it shall be provided.” (75) Then the Angel of the LORD called to
Abraham a second time out of heaven, (76) and said: “By Myself I have sworn, says the LORD,
because you have done this thing, and have not withheld your son, your only son, (17) “blessing I
will bless you, and multiplying I will multiply your descendants as the stars of the heaven and as
the sand which is on the seashore; and your descendants shall possess the gate of their enemies.
(18) “In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed, because you have obeyed My voice.”
