C: Christ did all this because of His great love for the
Father and each one of us, as the Scriptures teach.

: Finally, why do you want to go to the Sacrament?

: From this I learn to believe that Christ died for my sin
out of His great love for me. I also learn from Him to
love God and my neighbor.

P: As you have confessed your sins, I, as a called servant of the Lord
Jesus, in His place and by His command, forgive you all your sins.
And now, abide in Him, that, when He shall appear, we may have
confidence, and not be ashamed before Him at His coming!

P: Why should we proclaim and remember His death?

C: We should do this so that we learn: to believe that no
creature could possibly do enough to pay for our sins;
only Christ, true God and true man, could; to be
frightened by our sins and consider them to be great
indeed; and to find joy and comfort in Him, knowing
that we are saved through this same faith.
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
