Sin away And for aye 
Full atonement maketh. 
For our life His own He tenders 
And our race, By His grace, 
Meet for glory renders. 

C: Christ did not receive His majesty, to which He was exalted according to His 
humanity, only after His resurrection from the dead and His ascension, but when 
He was conceived in His mother’s womb and became man and when the divine 
and human nature were personally united.  On account of this personal union 
and communion of the natures, Mary, the most blessed virgin, did not conceive a 
mere, ordinary human being, but a human being who is truly the Son of the most 
high God, as the angel testifies.
